News from the Green Staff

Four months of dry conditions finally came to an end,

in a big way. The course received close to 290
of rain in less than 48 hours,

doubling our yearly total, and with the majority of the

Sydney area receiving much the same, it was

inevitable that Cabramatta Creek would rise.

So by Sunday afternoon the bottom end of the
course, holes 5, 12, 11, 4, 6 and 13 were under water.
On Monday morning the creek had once again
subsided leaving a trail of destruction, something |
had not experienced in my time here.

The 4™, 5" 12" and 11™ greens all went under, with the rear of the 5" being the only damage to
a green itself. The bunkers at the 4™ and the 5™ had been damaged, with the left bunker at the
4™ being the worst, and in fact needing to be rebuilt. The other 3 bunkers, with a lot of work
required, were repairable.

The fence between the 4™ and the park was pushed over with the weight of water behind it, and
all of the hardware in that part of the course, tee markers, bins, rope stakes and rope etc. was
washed away with the flood, as well as the steps at the 6™ and 13" tees, around 50 logs from the
timber retaining walls, all the mulch from the gardens.

Overall the course took the water really well, surprisingly carts being out the
following Wednesday, with only a few wet areas
roped off. At this stage most of the damage has
been repaired, with the 4™ bunker and the
boundary fence still to be finalised, apart from that
we are looking pretty good. We are only 7 weeks
from greens renovations, which signals the start of
the new season, so before we know it the course
will be on the charge again. In the meantime we
plan to work on cleaning the gully at the 3, weed
removal etc., and work our way back to the 2" tee.
We also have a tree planting day organised on
Friday 29" July, in conjunction with Fairfield
Council and National Tree Planting Day. It would
be great to see as many members as possible, so
we can achieve a good result, with coffee and cake prior, and a sausage sizzle afterwards. Hope
to see you there.
