Mother Nature has definitely looked after us with some outstanding weather from the middle of 
April through to early July. 

With the improved weather, results of our golf income through competition fees, social green fees 
& cart hire have bounced back from what was an unusual and disappointing three months  
February to April. 

 

The Clubs Annual General Meeting is set down for Monday 14
th
 August 2017 at 7.30pm every 

member is most welcome to attend and the 2016/2017 Financial Report will be in the post very 
shortly. 

 

On the subject of the Annual Report I think members will be satisfied to be posting a healthy 
$196k profit after spending $1,232,000 on golf and course related expenses as well as a another 
large increase to depreciation that now stands at $388,000. 

 

I am very aware of some very serious financial positions that our neighboring Golf Clubs are 
facing and their only option is to increase memberôs subscriptions and/or to cut course costs. 
Thankfully trade at Cabramatta is good, our course is great and this year we have the luxury of 
not increasing memberôs subscriptions as deemed by our Board of Directors. 

 

We have just had the luxury of purchasing 3 additional pieces of course equipment and soon will 
be accompanied by a brand new excavator. We have big plans for the use of the new excavator 
namely a major upgrade of our cart paths, the repair and resurfacing of the roadway leading 
down to the Greenkeepers Shed, bunker reshaping with irrigation improvements, enlarging the 
water hazards in front of and beside the 11

th
 green and the movement of the large sandstone for 

various projects but most importantly the 3
rd
 gully. 

 

The improvements to the 10
th
 green surrounds are near complete and I am receiving a lot of  

positive feedback from players. Soon the bushy plants will be removed from the old rock and  
water will once again cascade down the rocks. The removal of these bushy scrubs will definitely 
speed up play. 
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Recent Board of Directors approvals also included  of a much needed CCTV replacement, 
this will now cover all areas of the Clubhouse, car park and Green Keepers shed. 

 

An upgrade of the Clubôs AV equipment will see the old analogue equipment be replaced 
with modern digital equipment. 

 

The members profile for this edition is John Hardie. John not only is in rare form but recently 
won an important over 65ôs competition over in Thailand. Most members will know John but I 
will add that John joined Cabramatta in 1962 at the ripe old age of 18 which makes John 
one of our longest serving active members.

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News from the Green Staff  

In the month of June we saw 78mm of rainfall, predominately in the first week of the month. Apart from that the  
weather has been great, with only one frost to speak of so far. The course is looking great, and Iôm really pleased with 
the greens surface at the moment. The chipping green has progressed well and seems to be getting a lot of use. It is 
currently being cut on 4.5mm and requires a top dress to lower the height of cut. This will be done when the weather 
warms up. Turf has been finalised around that green now, as has the turf around the 10th green. The pipes at the 10th 

dam have been placed in position. We still have some concrete to be placed in that area to finalise around the pipes.  

¶ REVIEW OF NEXT MONTH 

Garden work will dominate next monthôs schedule. We will continue to prune and mulch gardens and may even do 
some major tree pruning late in the month. We have some irrigation repairs to be done prior to 

summer, so we will make a start on those.  

Greens: Greens are being cut every day on 3mm, weather permitting. We have rolled greens on 12 occasions.  

Fairways: Fairways are now being cut once a week on 15mm. On Monday 24th and Tuesday 25th fairways were 

sprayed with 10kg Iron Sulphate, 5kg Urea and 9lt Chief Aquaflo to control Winter Fusarium.   

Tees:  Tees are being cut on 9mm, once a week. On Tuesday 27th all tees were sprayed with Urea @ 11kg/ha, Iron 

Sulphate @ 25kg/ha, Magnesium Sulphate @ 25kg/ha and Long Paddock Sportsturf @ 10lt/ha.   

Aprons & Collars:  The aprons and collars were cut once a week on 9mm. 

Bunkers: Bunkers are currently raked on Wednesday mornings, and Friday. On Monday 26th bunkers were hand 
weeded prior to weed spraying around the edges and the faces. On Thursday 29th bunkers at the 5th and 12th had sand 

removed from the front face and levelled throughout the base. 

Machinery Report: All machinery was service as per the service schedule. The JD Flex deck mower is undergoing an 

overhaul to replace worn bearings, bushes, pins etc in preparation for the up coming growing season.
